“The Chosen Home of the Holy Spirit” 1.13-14

Key point: The Holy Spirit’s indwelling “seals” (marks/identifies) true believers as God’s chosen possession/fhome.
1. What does it mean to be “SEALED by the Holy Spirit?”
(1) “SEALED” is the main verbfidea of this section... “you were sealed by the Holy Spirit”
Using a “seal” is common in Japan. The seal proves that something has been approved as real.
Paul is using the idea of a seal that authenticates the adoption offer/contract.
The Holy Spirit also “seals” or proves our adopted position in Jesus. “Sealed in Him..."”

The “seal” proves that we belong to God; are “God’s possession” EPH1.14, Il Cor 1.21-22
Lack of the seal of the Holy Spirit means we do NOT belong to God ROM 8.9
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(2) The TIMING of the Sealing by the Holy Spirit is important

A. “After you heard”

a. “the message of truth” =the offer of loving adoption by God is truth written in a covenant

b. “the good news of your salvation” means we were condemned slaves needing rescue EPH 2.1-3
B. “After you believed in Him”
C. The Holy Spirit comes to live within every believer from the moment we believe in Jesus

(3) Sealed by The PROMISED Holy Spirit

A. The Holy Spirit was promised by the Father in the Old Testament: Every believer ~ ACTS 2.14-18, 38-39
B. The Holy Spirit was promised by Jesus in the New Covenant: Power to know Jesus JN 14.20, 16.13-15

2. The DEPOSIT of the Holy Spirit = Power to know/experience our position in Jesus NOW

A. “Deposit” meant the 1" installment of a promised full delivery (1** of 6 dining room chairs)
B. The Holy Spirit gives us the power to experience our position in Jesus now  EPH 1.3; ROM 8.14-16
C. “until the redemption of God’s own possession” = full experience of our position at the resurrection

3. This SEAL/DEPOSIT means WE are the CHOSEN HOME of the Holy Spirit

(1) Where you choose to make your home is an important part of your identity

(2) Where does the Holy Spirit, who fills the universe choose to make His Home? ISAIAH 66.1-2
(3) The Holy Spirit CHOOSES to make His eternal Home in those who BELIEVE in the “the Word of truth”
(4) The Church...KIBC...is the HOME of the Holy Spirit so that we can PROCLAIM GOD’S WORD
