I. Paul’s MOTIVATION to pray for the power of the Holy Spirit Evis
1. “for this reason”... what Paul had just written about our adoption into the family of God  E1.3-14
2. because they were authentic believers... “because | heard about...”
(1) “your faith in the Lord Jesus”  (“when you believed you were sealed” 1.13)
(2) “your love for all God’s people” (“by this all people will know... if you love each other” JN 13.35)
3. point: we share these same motivations

Il. Paul’'s COMMITMENT to constantly pray this prayer for Holy Spirit power E116

1. Paul did not stop praying with thanksgiving: “I have not stopped giving constant thanks”
2. Paul continued to pray: “l am constantly making specific mention in my prayers”

1. Paul’s PRAYER: For God to give the power of the Holy Spirit for creating a permanent new identity Et.17-23
