EPHESIANS Series, Message 07
“Paul’s Prayer for Holy Spirit-Given Power to Love,” Part 1 EPH 3.16-17

Main idea: The power of the Holy Spirit strengthens churches to live the love of God in answer to prayer and faith.
I. Paul's 1* Request: for the Power of the Holy Spirit to strengthen the believers in their inner beings
1. “in order that He may GIVE you”... the ability to love is a gift from God (grace), not of works or self-effort
... “according to the riches of His glory” further emphasizes grace

2. “strengthened with power through the Holy Spirit”... Paul emphasized the power coming only from God

(1) passive voice: “be strengthened” = receiving strength, NOT creating strength
(2) “through the Holy Spirit”...

A. the “Spirit of POWER” is the source of the power we receive CITIM 7
B. the Holy Spirit specializes in the POWER TO LOVE... “the fruit of the Spirit is LOVE” GALS5.22
C. they have already experienced the power of the Holy Spirit to love EPH1.15

(3) “strengthened with power”... Paul already prayed for the revelation of the kind of POWER in 1.19-23
3. “in your inner being”... the location of the strengthening power of the Holy Spirft is INSIDE our minds/wills

A. “inner being” means our MINDS... the power to have an unwavering mental attitude
* without this strengthening we are “double-minded”... vacillating constantly JAM 1.18
* we need to permanently adopt the mind-set (attitude) of our new position in Christ E 4.22-23
* the Holy Spirit has revealed our new position (sealed us) and strengthens our mind to live it
B. “inner being” means our WILL... our commitment to obey Christ’s will = LOVE PHI 2.13
* 40 commands are coming in the “behavior” section”... commands address the will
* Jesus said that Love for God and others fulfills EVERY command of the Law  MT 22.36-40
* Jesus said the Love is the basis for all of His New Covenant commands JN15.9-10
* “Not my will, but YOUR will be done” can ONLY be fulfilled by the POWER of the Holy Spirit

4. Paul prays for TWO RESULTS of being strengthened by the power of the Holy Spirit in our inner beings
(1) 1* Result: “so that Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith”

A. This is a prayer for ALL believers... the body of Christ

B. “Christ may dwell” means the long-term process of moving into a home/making it comfortable
C. Jesus was so busy in ministry that He did not have time to eat’ MK 6.31

D. Christ continued what He “began to do and teach” through His body the church in Acts A 1.1

E. Christ “dwelling in our minds/wills” = serving thru His body in witness/ministry EPH 4.11-13, 15-16
F. Christ works through His body “by faith” as we pray/serve, but also beyond our faith! E 3.20

G. This ministry as the body of Christ all takes place “in love”

(2) 2™ Result: “having been rooted and grounded in love”

A. Christ’s indwelling presence and work always leads to love JN15.4,9

B. The dimensions of Christ’s love emphasize that we are embedded in Christ’s love EPH 3.18

C. The Perfect Tense emphasizes that we are permanently embedded in Christ’s love

D. “rooted and grounded” double-emphasize we are permanently embedded in Christ’s love

E. Paul: “Let all that you do be done in love.” (a command to constantly live inlove) 1COR 6.14
F. Paul: “l am permanently convinced that nothing can separate us from Christ’s love.” ROM 8.35-39
