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EPHESIANS Series, Message 14
“A Lifé of Constdiitly Being Filled With thé Holy Spiiit” EPH 5.15-30

Point: We are filled with the Holy Spirit by faith in the same way people drink wine until they are drunk.
I. The command to “constantly be filled with the Spirit” is linked another command: “Stop being drunk on wine”

1. Weak wine (25% of modern wine) was used instead of water in the 1* century (water was impure)

2. Getting drunk is a choice to be under the influence of alcohol (regular was stronger than modern wine)
3. We are not conscious of the effects of wine when we take a drink...it is a progressive influence

4. Continuing to drink/receive wine increases its influence over time... we ultimately get drunk

5. Being drunk means that we lose control over ourselves... no self-control

6. Continuously drinking wine until we are drunk leads to addiction/ our life is destroyed (un-saved)

Il. The command to “constantly be filled with the Spirit” replaces the influence of alcohol with the Holy Spirit

1. Being constantly filled with the Holy Spirit is God’s eternal will for us (4 commands) EPH 5.15, 17
3. We choose/beliéve to be constartly be urider the influence of the Spirit, like we chiodse to drink wine

A. Jesus taught that the Holy Spirit makes JESUS the center of our attention; under the influence of Jesus
JN 15.26, 16.13-15, 14.25-26
B. We choose to “drink” (receive) the work Holy Spirit by faith repeatedly every day I COR 12.13
C. We expect (believe) the Holy Spirit to increase our awareness of Jesus progressively with each drink
Drink = “Holy Spirit, | welcome your power to make Jesus and His Word have more influence over me”
**our first thought every day is to start drinking the Spirit by faith
**we keep on drinking the Spirit by faith throughout the day, expecting MORE of Jesus’ influence
**our final thought before we sleep is to drink the Spirit throughout the night
Drinking the Holy Spirit is to have your mind/faith set on the constant work of the Spirit in you
D. Our desire is to eventually become “DRUNK ON JESUS”... under his total influence... we keep drinking

3. Staying DRUNK on Jesus leads to ADDICTION... we cannot live without being under the influence of Jesus
4. Addiction to constantly drinking the Holy Spirit leads to the FRUIT of the Spirit GAL 5.22-23
5. Being filled with the Spirit means constant GRATITUDE... giving thanks for this amazing way to live! E 5.20

** in everything—whatever you say or do—in the name of Jesus (His presence/position) EPH 5.18; COL 3.17
**we give constant thanks for being able to live each moment in the fellowship of the Trinity

“TO the Father... THROUGH the Son... IN the Spirit”... this constant fellowship is our life!
