The Life of Jesus Series, Message 17:  “Jesus: One With the Father”
John 5.16-30

Jesus’ Oneness with the Father in the Trinity makes Him worthy of faith, worship and honor as God.
1. Jesus’ oneness with the Father made Him LORD of the Sabbath, who is always working within His creation.

(1) In Genesis, God rested from creative work on the 7" day, not from the work of sustaining creation. GEN 2.2
(2) Sabbath was therefore a day of rest from work for people who had NO rest for over 400 years.

(3) Pharisees: “People were made to observe the Sabbath.” (Therefore, 39 prohibited Sabbath activities)

(4) Jesus: “The Sabbath was made for the benefit of people, and { am LORD of the Sabbath.” MK 2.27
(s) The 1st of 3 consecutive Sabbath healings/controversies that resulted in the decision to kill Jesus JN 5.18

2. Jesus believed He was One (Equal) with the Father with the same Divine nature, and the Leaders recognized it.

(1) Because Jesus is One with the Father, He also works to love and sustain His creation ceaselessly. JN 5.17,19
(2) Because Jesus is One with the Father, He receives and returns Trinity-Love (agape) in communication. 5.20
(3) Because Jesus is One with the Father, He will do GREATER works:
—A greater sign/work than the 7 signs/works in John’s gospel = the sign/work of the cross/resurrection
—A greater work that healing bodies is Giving eternal Life to whomever He wills

(a) Jesus gives eternal life to everyone who believes in Him through His Word JN 5.24,25
(b) Jesus will resurrect everyone who has died with etemal life, through HisWord ~ JN 5.28-29
~A greater work than any miracle will be to resurrect and JUDGE everyone in history JN 5.22-23, 30

Because Jesus is ONE with the Father & Spirit, we honor Him as God with worship. JN 20.28
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
