The Life of Jesus Series, Message 19:  “Witnessing as a Member of the Team”
John 4.31-38

Understanding our role on God's witness team empowers us to witness joyfully and effectively.

1. Jesus belleved in a super-team of witnesses working together to create confident faith within non-believers  JN 3.1-13

(1) Jesus was a witness (about Himself) JN5.31;18.37
(2) John the Baptist was a witness JN 1.6-8, 29-34; 5.32-35
(3) The “greater works” of Jesus are a witness (countless miracles, cross, resurrection) JN 5.36; 8.28-30
(4) The Father was a witness (baptism, transfiguration, passion week) IJN5.37-38
(5) The Scriptures witness (OT, 300 prophesies, the gospels) IN 5.39-40, 45-47
(6) The Holy Spirit is the convicting witness JN 15.26; 16.7-11

(7) All disciples are witnesses (12 were special witnesses of Jesus’ life and ministry; WE witness to our experience) JN 15.27

2. What Witnessing as a Member of the Team meant for Jesus

(1) Sharing as a Team in the joyful work of sowing and reaping IN 4.3138
(2) Never alone: in the presence of team members sharing in the work together JN 3.1, 14.10, LK 4.18-19

3. What the Witness Team means for us

(1) Our individual role is to share our growing personal experience truthfully (what we have seen and heard about Jesus)
(2) We are never alone as we witness... we are in the presence of a super team working together MK 13.11; MT 10.20
(3) We are never alone in what we say... our experience is small part of a vast treasury of experienced truth

(4) 1tis not our role to convince anybody... we leave this work to our Team Prosecuting Attorney: the Holy Spirit  JN 16.8

John reminds us: Like His earthly life, Jesus is always on trial in the world. Our witness matters because of the team.
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
