LK 6.39-40

1. Jesus went up the mountain to pray, and then appointed the 12. LK 6.12-13
2. Jesus went down to lower, flat place and engaged in healing ministry withthecrowd LK 6.17-19
3. Jesus spoke the 1** major written discipleship teaching of his ministry to his disciples MT5.1; LK 6.20

1. The gospels balance narrative examples and teachings: both are important
A. MK = primarily example of Jesus
B. MT = narrative/teaching sequence repeats; 5 major teachings marked (Jesus greater than Moses)
C.LK = mixes narrative and teaching throughout; more teachings in LK 10-19
C. JN = mostly teaching of Jesus in extended conversations; JN 13-17 longest discourse in gospels
2. The Teaching on the Mount is the foundation of discipleship teaching: “teach them to obey everything”
3. Jesus constantly repeated this content; the written version is a summary of key concepts

1. Thisgoal was assumed in the Rabblldisaple relationship (MT), and explicit in Luke LK 6 39-40, MT 10.24
2. Therefore Jesus himself is the standard we must see and imitate in his power
A. “the Kingdom” is the place the King is recognized and reigns

B. “I have come to fulflll the law and the prophets” MT 5.17
C. “Everyone who hears these words of mine and practices them” MT 7.24
3. Jesus’s standard of goodness/righteousness is the unconditional love of God: God’s nature JN 13.34-35
A. Sinful people are capable of loving those who love them back LK 6.32-35
B. Disciples are to love others unconditionally as Jesus has first loved us LK 6.27-28, 35-36; MT 5.43-48
4. Every example, teaching, promise and command of Jesus is an expression of love JN 15.9-10

5. The Teaching on the Mount: “Haw a disciple can be changed into a lifestyle of loving unconditionally like Jesus.”
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
