. 8 “Blessings” Open the Teaching on the Mount
1. Jesus wants the best life for His disciples: “I have come that they might have abundant life” = be like me.
2. The first seven attitudes of Jesus have a connected, growing impact... like a river fed by 7 streams

Il. Beatitude 2. Disciples who mourn the brokenness caused by sin experience God’s comfort.
1. Jesus’ example of mourning the brokenness caused by sin

(1) Jesus mourned the brokenness caused by sin LK 19.41
(2) Jesus mourned the ultimate brokenness caused by sin: death IN11.35
(3) Jesus commanded the Jews to mourn over their brokenness LK 23.28
(4) Jesus assumed the constant need for disciples to pray for forgiveness for sin MT 6.12

2. Disciples should mourn the brokenness caused by sin as a daily lifestyle
(1) A major characteristic of sinfulness is the refusal to recognize it HEB 3.13; 11.25; 12.1

pleasure — deception — hardening — entanglement — brokenness/destruction
(2) Disciples pray to recognize their own sin and the brokenness it causes PS 139.23-24; HEB 4.13-14
(3) Disciples recognize their sin because we keep our eyes on Jesus JN 16.7-11; HEB 12.1-2
(4) “mourning” sin is to take our personal responsibility for the brokenness in self/others/Christ. JMS 4.8-9
(5) “confession” of sin is to “agree with God” concerning our sin and forgiveness 1JN1.9
3. When we “mourn” for our sins we receive God’s comfort... the noun is Jesus’ name for the Holy Spirit
(1) We receive forgiveness: the sin is removed from us because it isremoved in God ~ HEB 8.12, 10.17-18
(2) We are comforted by the love and presence of God PS 103.1-12
(3) We are comforted by becoming more like Jesus as He forms His righteousnessinus LK 7.47
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
